v Notes from Mar/Apr BOD meetings (Vaerie Rudd via Jim Morefield).

o Dueto schedule conflicts, the Rudds are unable to attend the May HOD/BOD
meetings. A substitute was requested.

o The Carson Tigersharks have been awarded a $6,000 diversity grant for an outreach
project.

o Intheevent that a swimmer meets the requirements for his or her school lunch
program, USA Swimming currently accepts a reduced Athlete Registration Fee of $5
(entitled * Outreach Membership’). Those registering in this manner can simply make
note of this change on the regular form.

v Discussion regarding the no-show rule change, stating that * At age group timed finals meets
thereis no penalty for missing an event. This rule appliesto timed final events at age group
meets such as J.0.”s and Far Westerns'. The primary concern expressed by Zone 4 regarding
this decision pertains to issues of consistency for all levels of competition within Pacific
Swimming, particularly for Zone 4 timed final meets aready sanctioned and leading up to
JO’sand Far Westerns. It was also noted, however, that currently it isthe desire of Pacific
Swimming to be consistent with the current national rule, which has no penalty for atimed
final no-show.

v" HOD Meeting May 22. Team representatives planning on attending House of Delegates
meetings must be on file with Pacific Swimming.

v Pacific Swimming is currently looking for volunteer nominees for its Board of Review, to be
elected at the HOD meeting). Zones should submit nominations to Pacific Swimming in
advance.

Coaches Report:
v" Matt Benedict (RENO): Applications for Western Zones and the North American Cup
Challenge will be due on the last day of Junior Olympics (July 18, 2010).

Officials’ Report:

v' Theofficials clinics held in the Mammoth/Bishop area April 21-22 were well attended, with
12 participantsin the basic clinic and 7 in the advanced. While expenses for holding separate
clinics were greater, they were also deemed to be very helpful. It was suggested that this
might be an area where Pacific Swimming can offer assistance.

v' Racing Start Certification: In addition to areminder that all Zone-4 clubs maintain racing
start certification for their swimmers, a question was again raised regarding when a swimmer
attends a meet without a coach and is assigned to a supervising coach for starts.
