TIME STANDARDS

1.0 Following is the description of the duties and responsibilities of the Time Standards Committee:
TIME STANDARDS COMMITTEE
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Role: The role of the Time Standards Committee shall be to act as the control point for all time standards adopted by Pacific Swimming. The Time
Standards Committee shall prepare and present to the Board of Directors the times for consideration based on guidelines which have been
established by the Time Standards Committee with input from the Age Group and Senior Committees and approved by the Board of Directors.

Membership: The membership of the Time Standards Committee shall be the Chairman appointed by the General Chairman and others
representing coaches, athletes, and volunteers appointed by the General Chairman with the concurrence of the Time Standards Committee
Chairman.

Age Group and Senior Committees: The Age Group and Senior Committees shall each year provide to the Time Standards Committee at or
before the February Board of Directors meeting any proposed changes to the time standards guidelines. After review, the Time Standards
Committee shall present the guideline changes, including information about the effects of the changes, to the Board of Directors at the April
meeting.

The Time Standards Committee shall each year present to the Board of Directors by the June meeting for adoption at the July meeting the times
calculated using the established guidelines. These shall include the Age Group Time Standards and Senior Time Standards. Western Zone
Consideration Times, which are based on results of eachyear * s meet , shall be pmeetngded at the Septemb:

Any committee or individual who wishes to recommend changes to the guidelines or time standards shall present their recommendations on a
timely basis to permit compliance with the above dates to the Age Group or Senior Committee which, upon acceptance or modification, shall
provide their recommendation to the Time Standards Committee.

Should the Age Group or Senior Committee not present a recommendation on the guidelines to the Time Standards Committee by the February
Board of Directors meeting, the Time Standards Committee shall prepare the time standards based upon the currently approved guidelines. The
Time Standards Committee may, in addition, present recommended changes if it appears the existing guidelines do not meet the stated
purposes.

SECTION XIII

SAFETY

Effective April 22, 1987 and amended various times through July 20, 2005, Pacific Swimming has adopted the following:
PACIFIC SWIMMING
SAFETY GUIDELINES AN D WARM-UP PROCEDURES

Warm-up Procedures
a.0 General Warm-up (initial period)

a. All lanes to be used for general warm-up. Circle swimming only.

b. Swimmers must enter the pool feet first while maintaining at least one hand on the pool deck until both feet touch the water (3-point entry). NO
DIVING or JUMPING allowed from the blocks or the edge of the pool.

c. No sprinting or pace work allowed during general warm-up session.

2.0 Specific Warm-up (upon the request of coaches, and with the concurrence of Meet Referee or designee)

a. The number of push/pace and race start lanes, and when they are made available, will be determined by the Meet Referee or his designee. In
general, the outermost lane(s) should be used for push/pace, the next inner lane(s) for race starts, and the remaining lanes for general
warm-up. For instance, for a 6-lane pool, lanes 1 and 6 would be for push/pace, lanes 2 and 5 for race starts, and lanes 3 and 4 for general
warm-up. Any configuration is acceptable provided safety of swimmers is not compromised.

1) Push/Pace Lanes: For short course, push off for 1-2 lengths of the pool from starting end; circle swimming only, under direct coach
supervision. For long course, push off from either end, circle swimming permissible if considered safe by the Meet Referee and if
swimmers are under the direct supervision of their coach by walking along with their swimmers.

2) Race Start Lanes: Sprint lanes for race starts from blocks, deck, or backstroke starts in specified lanes at designated times. Direct coach
supervision is required. Swim in one direction, one length of pool only.

3) General Warm-up Lanes: Circle swimming only.

b. Except for lanes designated for Race Starts, swimmers must enter the water feet first while maintaining at least one hand on pool deck until
both feet touch the water (3-point entry). NO DIVING or JUMPING.

SAFETY GUIDELINES

3. Coach Responsibilities
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a. Coaches shall instruct their swimmers regarding these safety guidelines and warm-up procedures as they apply to conduct at meets and
practices.
b. Coaches shall supervise and be responsible for the conduct of their swimmers throughout the meet, including the warm-up session.

4. Host Club Responsibilities

a. Marshals

1) The Meet Director shall appoint a minimum of two marshals for a meet with a 6-8 lane course, and a minimum of four marshals for a dual
short course or any long course meet.

2) One of the marshals shall be designated Head Marshal. The Head Marshal shall receive instruction from the Meet Referee, and shall
supervise the activities of other marshals.

3) Marshals should be clearly visible by wearing distinctive clothing during warm-up sessions and competition.

4) Marshals shall be on deck during the entire warm-up session to enforce these Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures.

5) Marshals shall be on deck during competition to oversee pool areas designated by the Meet Director and Meet Referee for warm-up/warm-
down.

6) If lifeguards are assigned to work the meet by the host facility, the number of marshals may be reduced, but in no case should the number
of marshals be less than two.

7) Since lifeguards are usually under the supervision of pool management, they cannot be directed to enforce these safety guidelines and
warm-up procedures. However, lifeguards can be asked to do so, if that is acceptable to pool management.

Host team shall provide signs for each lane at both ends of the pool that indicate the designated lane use during warm-up sessions.

Written notices regarding warm-up procedures and no-diving rules shall be posted within the meet venue.

d. Host club may, with the consent of the Meet Director and Meet Referee, modify the time schedule or recommended lane assignments
depending on pool configuration, provided safety considerations are not compromised. Any such changes shall be announced and/or posted
prominently in the immediate pool area.

e. The following statement shall appear in the meet iupPracedorestwill benin efféctP ac i f
at this meet."”

f.  An announcer should be on duty for the entire warm-up session to announce lane and/or time changes and to assist with the conduct of the
warm-up session. The announcer should announce race start lanes and warm-up procedures and remind coaches and swimmers of pool
closings.

g. Hazards within the swimming venue shall be removed or clearly marked.

5. Safety Responsibilities During Warm-up and Competition

a. The Meet Safety Committee shall consist of the Meet Director, Meet Referee and Head Marshal and shall be responsible for all meet safety
issues within the swimming venue.

b. The Meet Referee shall have ultimate responsibility to establish and enforce rules for safe conduct within the competition pool area for the
duration of the swimming competition.

c. The Head Marshal shall enforce warm-up procedures and maintain order in the swimming venue. During the competition, the Head Marshal
shall be responsible for enforcing all safety rules in all other areas other than the competition pool, and shall assist the Meet Referee in the
competition pool area as required.

d. Marshals shall have full authority to warn or order to cease and desist, and, with the concurrence of the Meet Safety Committee, to remove, or
have removed from the swimming venue anyone behaving in an unsafe manner or using profane or abusive language, or whose actions are
disrupting the orderly conduct of the meet.

e. The Meet Director shall ensure that any incident resulting in bodily injury or property damage is properly reported on a Report of Occurrence

form.
6. Miscellaneous
a. “Swimming venue” is defined as the area | ocated on the si dfacBity(@gd en

portion of the building designated for teams and swimmers, or fenced area around an outdoor pool), locker rooms, and such other areas as
may be specifically designated by the Host Club or organization, Meet Director, or Meet Referee.

b. Coaches of backstrokers shall ensure that backstrokers are not starting at the same time as a swimmer on the blocks. Swimmers shall not
step up on the blocks if there is a backstroker waiting to start.

c. Swimmers shall not jump or dive into the pool to stop another swimmer on a recalled start.

d. Swimmers are required to exit the pool upon completion of the warm-up to allow other swimmers adequate warm-up time. The warm-up pool
is not for visiting or playing.

e. Warm-up procedures shall be enforced for any breaks scheduled during the competition.

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2.0 Marshals Duty Statement

Safety First. USA Swimming holds the safety of its athletes paramount to their involvement in the sport. Marshals are the primary enforcers of
safety rules, but all carded USA Swimming officials have the same responsibilities as marshals. Marshals must strive to keep our swimmers safe
before, during and after the meet.

USA Swimming Rules and Regulations, 102.18 Marshals, provide that Marshals shall:

* Enforce warm-up procedures and maintain order in the swimming venue.

* Have full authority to warn or order to cease and desist and with the concurrence of the referee, to remove, or have removed from the
swimming venue anyone behaving in an unsafe manner or using profane language, or whose actions are disrupting the orderly conduct on the
meet . “Swi mming venue” ntleeasides and lerels ol thee pool, kpeatatot azed, team areas within the facility (e.g.,
portion of the building designated for teams and swimmers, or fenced area around outdoor pool), locker rooms, any adjacent areas used by
the swim meet, and such other areas as may be specifically designated by the host club or organization, meet director, or meet referee.

The Meet Director must appoint a Head Marshal before the swim meet will be sanctioned by Pacific Swimming. The Meet Referee has
responsibility to establish safety rules for safe conduct of the meet. The Head Marshal is responsible for enforcing the safety rules and reports to

the Meet Referee. Any carded USA Swimming official may be asked by the Me e t Referee to assist with marshal
meet.

Head Marshal Job Duties

Before the Meet:

* Recruit a crew of marshals to cover the assignments — remember, locker rooms need to be monitored, so a mix of men and women is needed.

* Make sure all marshals are members of USA Swimming; registration can be done on deck at meet time.

* Get a copy of the Pacific Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-Up Procedures —they areincluded i n t he Meet Director

* Have a plan of the pool lane set up — which lanes are to be designated as general warm up, push pace, and race starts — lane designations
are established by the warm-up procedures but can be modified by the Meet Referee.

*  Meet with your crew of marshals for training and ask the Referee to join you.

* Schedule a venue walk-through a few days before the meet with the Facility Manager, the Meet Director, and the Head Lifeguard who is
assigned to your meet.

* Have a safety checklist — go over it.

* Document concerns and recommend corrections before the start of the meet. Note anything broken at the facility, such as cracked windows.
(Swim teams have been billed for repairs after a meet for items that were broken or damaged before the meet.)

* Ensure that the whereabouts of first aid supplies are known; and that the location and contact details for the nearest paramedics and hospital
are known.

* Let the Meet Referee know of any problems.

During meet set-up:
Make sure the supplies you need are there: Traffic cones, lane designation signs (General Warm-up/Race Starts/Push Pace), rolls of yellow
caution tape, duct tape, and distinctive marshal vests or other attire.

At the meet:
* Be at the pool 20-30 minutes before warm-ups open.
* Your marshals shall be ready to work as soon as warm-ups are scheduled to begin.

Before the pool is open for warm-ups:

*  Post Pacific Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-Up Procedures.

* Make sure lane designation signs are up — initially all lanes should be for General Warm-Up.

* The Meet Referee will open the pool when marshals are on station and the pool is considered safe.

* Once the pool is open, follow the Referee’'s instructi oames, gbahead tndne u:
make the lane designation changes according to the Safety Guidelines and Warm-Up Procedures, or as instructed by the Meet Referee.

* Check with the Referee before any announcements are made. The Referee can modify the warm-up schedule if needed.

During the meet be sure to check in with the Referee, let the Referee know your plan of rotation.

Marshal Job Duties

You are the safety representatives of USA Swimming on deck. Your presence on deck and your attention to safety help your club maintain the
protection of USA Swimming insurance in the meet venue for the duration of the meet.

* Be on time for your assignment.

* Observe the deck and around the starting blocks.

Are any glass containers being used by anyone on deck; if so, have the containers removed.

Check locker rooms and bathrooms. Are they safe? Let the pool staff know about any problems you discover.

Do you need more help? Ask the Meet Director for more volunteers.

Your attention needs to be on the swimmers and the meet venue. If you need to attend to personal business while on duty, ask a registered non-
athlete member to cover. Remember, inadequate marshaling of the venue may invalidate the USA Swimming insurance granted with the meet
sanction and may leave your club liable for damages from any incident.

Portable gas-fired (propane) space heaters pose a safety risk to people who may accidentally contact an operating heater unit.
Pacific Swimming does not condone the use of such heaters within swimming venues, and meet referees and/or head marshals
will ask persons to remove their personal heater units from the swimming venue as defined in the USA Swimming Rules and
Regulations.

Pacific Swimming shall award two “Outstanding Senior Male and Female” awards each year. These awards shall be presented
at the annual awards dinner along with the awards described in Section XVI.1.0.

One award each to a college or post-graduate male and female, and one each to a pre-college male
and female. Each award shall be based on total points scored at the National-level Championship Meets as approved by the
Board of Directors. The tie breaker will go to the swimmer with the highest World Ranking in any event, or the highest
combination of World Rankings if necessary. If there are no scores kept (i.e. Olympic Trials or Top 24 placing) then the highest
combined finishes will be used with the lowest total winning. Note: this formula will weight the swimmer with two Top 8 and
one Top 16 placing higher than a swimmer who wins one event, but fails to swim other events.

The intent is to award swimmers who have spent all or much of their age group career with Pacific Swimming. Swimmers
whose families have relocated to Pacific are eligible, as are swimmers who began their USA Swimming careers a short time ago
but progress to a National level rapidly. Swimmers moving into Pacific to attend a University (whether or not on scholarship)
are not eligible for these awards, as they do not meet the age group requirement. Swimmers must be representing a Pacific
Swimming member team (or be listed Unattached/Pacific) at both meets each year for their performances to be considered.
Swimmers who must represent their University at Spring Nationals (or UN-PC) will still be considered for awards, provided they
represent their home club (PC) at Summer Nationals.

It is intended that this
program will reach out to underrepresented groups in the overall community.

2.0 The Diversity & Outreach Committee shall develop and administer programs which are aimed at encouraging existing clubs and
related organizations to expand opportunities to provide a competitive swimming experience to those individuals currently
lacking such opportunities.

3.0 Committee membership shall include representatives from the Age Group, Senior, and Coaches Committees, each Zone, and at
least one athlete.

5.0 Clubs and organizations requesting support from Pacific Swimming shall submit a written Program Plan which includes the
purpose, plan description, test metrics, schedule, budget, funding requested from Pacific Swimming, and manpower
expectations. The Committee shall evaluate the requests based on the following criteria:

T Fulfillment of the USA Swimming Outreach Program Mission, (i.e. Provide opportunities in swimming to the underrepresented and

economically disadvantaged youth in the United States)

T Fulfillment of the Pacific Swimming Mission (i.e. Encourage participation and the pursuit of excellence in swimming)

T Benefit to the athletes

T Innovation

T Likelihood of success

T Other sources of funding

1  Available funding from Pacific Swimming
Upon approval by the committee and the Board of Directors, the requesting organization shall be advised to enact the Program Plan and upon
completion or reaching appropriate milestones, provide a written report to the committee outlining the results. Documented expenses up to the
amount allocated for the program shall be reimbursed; however, an advance may be considered prior to submittal of final reports. The committee
in its report to the Board of Directors may recommend discontinuance, further evaluation, or approval for continuation and/or expansion of the
program.

SECTION XIX

RECORDS MANAGEMENT POLICY

PURPOSE

1.0

The purposes of this policy are for Pacific Swimming LSC to document its records management practices in order to better
serve the needs of its members, and to meet the documented requirements of USA Swimming and to meet its legal
obligations.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

1.0

Records should not be kept if they are no longer needed for the operation of the business or required by law. Unnecessary
records should be purged from the files. The cost of maintaining records is an expense which can grow unreasonably if good
housekeeping is not performed. A mass of records also makes it more difficult to find pertinent records.

From time to time, Pacific Swimming may establish retention or destruction policies or schedules for specific categories of
records in order to ensure legal compliance, and also to accomplish other objectives, such as preserving intellectual property
and cost management. Several categories of documents that warrant special consideration are identified below. While
minimum retention periods are established, the retention of the documents identified below and of documents not included in
the identified categories should be determined primarily by the application of the general guidelines affecting document
retention, as well as the exception for litigation relevant documents and any other pertinent factors.

MEMBER RESPONSIBILITIES — ELECTED OFFICERS AND COMMITTEE CHAIRS

1.0

It is the responsibility of the elected officers and Committee Chairs of Pacific Swimming and its Zones to comply with this
policy.

EXCEPTION FOR LITIGATION RELEVANT DOCUMENTS

1.0

Elected Officers and Committee Chairs of Pacific Swimming and its Zones are expected to comply fully with any published
records retention or destruction policies and schedules, provided that the following general exception to any stated destruction
schedule should be noted: If you believe, or Pacific Swimming informs you, that Pacific Swimming records are relevant to
litigation, or potential litigation (i.e., a dispute that could result in litigation), then you must preserve those records until it is
determined that the records are no longer needed. That exception supersedes any previously or subsequently established
destruction schedule for those records.

MINIMUM RETENTION PERIODS & TURNOVER REQUIREMENTS FOR SPECIFIC CATEGORIES

1.0 The following defines the types of documents which are to be managed under this policy and provides minimum retention

periods and, for certain types of documents, specific requirements for document turnover:
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(a) Organizational Documents. Organizational records include the Organization’s articles of incorporation, by-laws and IRS Form
1023, Application for Exemption. Organizational records should be retained permanently. IRS regulations require that the Form 1023
be available for public inspection upon request.

(b) Tax Records. Tax records include, but may not be limited to, documents concerning payroll, expenses, proof of contributions
made by donors, accounting procedures, and other documents concerning the Organization’s revenues. Tax records should be
retained for at least seven years from the date of filing the applicable return.

(c) Employment Records/Personnel Records. State and federal statutes require the Organization to keep certain recruitment,
employment and personnel information. The Organization should also keep personnel files that reflect performance reviews and any
complaints brought against the Organization or individual employees under applicable state and federal statutes. The Organization
should also keep in the employee's personnel file all final memoranda and correspondence reflecting performance reviews and
actions taken by or against personnel. Employment applications should be retained for three years. Retirement and pension records
should be kept permanently. Other employment and personnel records should be retained for no less than seven years.

(d) Board and Board Committee Materials (except Board of Review). Procedure Manuals and meeting minutes shall be retained in
perpetuity. A clean copy of all other Board and Board Committee materials should be kept for no less than three years.

Upon the conclusion of any non-standing Committee, the Committee Chair shall be responsible for turnover to the Pacific Swimming
Audit Committee minutes and materials.

In the event of a change in a Committee’s Chair, the outgoing chair shall turnover to the Audit Committee all retained committee
minutes and materials in a reasonable and timely manner not more than 90 days after term expiration.

(e) Board of Review. A clean copy of all Board of Review documents and materials shall be kept in perpetuity.

In the event of a change in the Chair of the Board of Review, the Chair shall turnover to their successor all retained documents and
materials in a reasonable and timely manner. In addition, a copy of all retained Board of Review documents and materials shall be
provided to the General Chair, Pacific Swimming.

In the event of a change in the General Chair, Pacific Swimming, the outgoing General Chair should return all copies of Board of
Review documents to the Chair of the Board of Review. The Chair of Board of Review shall verify the completeness of the returned
documents and then turnover to the incoming General Chair the verified copies of all returned documents and materials in a
reasonable and timely manner not more than 90 days after term expiration.

(f) Press Releases/Public Filings. The Organization should retain permanent copies of all press releases and publicly filed documents
under the theory that the Organization should have its own copy to substantiate the accuracy of any document a member of the
public can theoretically produce against the Organization.

(g) Legal Files. Legal counsel should be consulted to determine the retention period of particular documents, but legal documents
should generally be maintained for a period of not less than ten years.

(h) Marketing and Sales Documents. The Organization should keep final copies of marketing and sales documents for the same
period of time it keeps other corporate files, generally not less than three years. An exception to the not less than three-year policy
may be sales invoices, contracts, leases, licenses, and other legal documentation. These documents should be kept for at least three
years beyond the life of the agreement.

(i) Contracts. Final, execution copies of all contracts entered into by the Organization should be retained. The Organization should
retain copies of the final contracts for at least three years beyond the life of the agreement, and longer in the case of publicly filed
contracts.

(j) Correspondence. Unless correspondence falls under another category listed elsewhere in this policy, correspondence should
generally be saved for not less than two years.

(k) Banking and Accounting. Accounts payable ledgers and schedules should be kept for not less than seven years. Bank
reconciliations, bank statements, deposit slips and checks (unless for major payments and purchases) should be kept for not less
than three years. Any inventories of products, materials, and supplies and any invoices should be kept for not less than seven years.
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(1) Insurance. Expired insurance policies, insurance records, accident reports, claims, etc. should be kept permanently.

(m) Audit Records. External audit reports should be kept permanently. Internal audit reports should be kept for not less than three
years.

ELECTRONIC MAIL

1.0 E-mail that needs to be saved should be either:

(i) Printed in hard copy and kept in the appropriate file; or
(ii) Downloaded to a computer file and kept electronically or on disk as a separate file.

The retention period depends upon the subject matter of the e-mail, as covered elsewhere in this policy.

DOCUMENT RETENTION, DESTRUCTION AND TURNOVER
2.0 The specific responsibilities of the elected officers and Committee Chairs are as follows:

(a) Ensure that documents created or accumulated, either individually in the case of an elected officer or by a committee in the
case of a Committee Chair, are retained for the minimum retention period defined in Section 4.

(b) Provide access to retained documents in a reasonable and timely manner.

(c) Upon vacating a position as an elected officer or Committee Chair, turnover to the Pacific Swimming Audit Committee, in a
reasonable and timely manner (not more than 90 days after expiration of term), all retained documents. Note: Special
provisions exist covering changes to the Board of Review Chair and General Chair; these are documented in Section 4.

(d) Ensure that documents which have been retained beyond the minimum retention period are purged in a timely fashion
unless those documents are deemed relevant to litigation. All purged documents containing sensitive personal information
such as social security numbers and/or credit card numbers shall be destroyed by shredding or other appropriate methods
to protect against potential identity theft.

(e) Request changes to this policy as needed to further the interests of Pacific Swimming, meet documented document
retention requirements of USA Swimming, or meet legal requirements.

SPECIAL CATEGORIES DIVISION
SECTION A

PACIFIC SWIMMING ZONES

(These items may be duplicates of items located in various Sections above)

1.0 The Zones and other authorized groups of Pacific Swimming may modify the USA Swimming Logo in accordance with the LSC
Logo Standards Manual as provided by USA Swimming.

2.0 Zones may restrict entry to residents of the Zones in certain meets. For meets with an entry limit, awarded and scheduled by

the Zone, a host club may give priority to swimmers attached to the clubs within the Zone as follows:

(1) Entries submitted by swimmers within the Zone must be postmarked by the third Monday before the first day of competition of the upcoming
meet, to warrant priority.
